The Reluctant Gardener

September is the month to
plant spring flowering bulbs
such as daffodils, narcissi,
tulips, crocus, lilies, iris etc.
Pl ant in
rather than regimented rows
for a natural look.

Take cuttings of lavender,
Penstemons, heather,
fuchsias, hydrangeas, rose, clematis, buddleia,
alpines, ceanothus and bedding geraniums. To take
cuttings pull off side shoots with heels, remove the
lower leaves and then place in compost.

Remove early cyclamen flowers, dry off your
begonias, lift gladioli, prune back rampant climbers,
clear away annuals that have finished flowering and
plant perennials, shrubs and trees apart from
conifers.

Have a tidy up of your garden ready for winter and
clear away any plants which have died off. Your
hanging baskets and tubs are probably passed their
best by now, empty out and give them a good clean
before storing away for next year.

Collect any seeds available ready for next year,
although | have already been able to collect poppy
seeds. September is also a bumper month for fruit so
if you have remembered to collect empty jars it is jam
and chutney making time, or as | prefer wine making
time. | am keeping my eye on the elderberries and |
have been promised some sloes to make sloe gin.
