Mark Spencer MP Update 
 

Last week the Government launched the new e-petitions website, a 
scheme which has been tried before but has now been brought up to 
date. If a petition is signed by 100,000 people, then it will be 
considered for a debate in Parliament. There are already 100s of 
petitions up and running, covering issues as diverse as Formula One 
and phone hacking. 
From my point of view, any move to ensure that Parliament is more 
connected to the views of the British people is to be welcomed. 
While I make every effort to stay as in touch with local concerns as 
possible any increase in meaningful public participation in the 

political process is to be encouraged. 
 I want to be clear on one point though - while the internet has performed a great service in 
making democracy more accessible and interactive, I think it has at times cheapened the 
relationship between MPs and their constituents, for example with the wave of "Dear insert 
name here" template emails which I personally have received hundreds of, and I very much 
hope e-petitions do not  follow suit and similarly lose their value. 
All that aside, the British pride themselves on being wiser than many politicians think and 
increasing the number of voices in political debate ensures that all opinions, both of the 
majority and minority, are heard. This is as good for the political process and lawmaking as it 
is for public engagement. The wisdom of crowds is a phrase batted around a lot and I strongly 
believe that the combined experience of ordinary people is better than the opinion of one mandarin sat in his Whitehall office. 
 I would encourage everyone to take a look at the new website (http//:epetitions.direct.gov.uk) as there really is something for everyone. 
While this can never replace tried and trusted methods such as writing to an MP or attending a surgery, it opens up a new avenue for the 
public as a whole to communicate with politicians rather than as individual voices. 
At the time of writing, and I suspect for a long time to come, the most popular petitions are for the restoration of the death penalty and 
the continuation of the ban on the death penalty. Needles to say this is a very divisive issue with strong opinions on both sides. Polling 
has consistently shown that there is public support for the restoration of the death penalty in certain types of murder with the campaign 
to restore the death penalty focusing on child murderers and those who kill policemen. That said, the polls also show that support is 
falling significantly and that proponents as a group are lowest amongst the young. 
The crux of the issue is that it is a matter of personal morality. That makes it very hard for the government to legislate on.  While some 
argue the case of ideological or political grounds, for me the decision is 
based around how one views life and the taking of the life of another. 
There are also wider issues surrounding the role of justice; there are 
significant differences between the concept of justice and that of 
revenge. Do we really want a system of justice based on revenge? In Iran 
recently a woman who was blinded was awarded the right to blind her 
attacker in retribution; this does not seem just to me. That said I was 
appalled to find out that Anders Behring Breivik, the recent mass 
murderer and terrorist in Norway, would be released in only 30 years, 
despite the murder of 76 people. 
While I am interested in hearing what my constituents and the wider 
public think about the death penalty; I sincerely hope that the e-petitions 
site does not become a one trick pony, allowing the public a voice on this 
issue but no others. Direct Democracy is a vital component in making 
politicians accountable to the public and ensuring that Westminster stays 
in touch with the rest of the country; which we can all agree is a good 
thing. Please take advantage on this new resource as I feel sure that there 
is great potential for us to generate real results using e-petitioning as a 
tool and make positive steps forward on the issues that matter to us all.
