Mark Spencer MP Update 
 

 In all my time serving in Local Government and most recently in Parliament, I 

have rarely come across a local issue more contentious than planning. Whether 

windmills, extensions, car parks or solar panels, planning applications have an 

unparalleled ability to divide a community and the recent controversy at Dale 

Farm has once again brought the issue to the fore.  

There is no doubt that planning reform is key to our economic recovery. Iôm not 

accustomed to quoting Ed Balls, but he did share one valuable statistic, that ñFor 

every pound spent on house building an estimated £1.40 in gross output is 

generated across the economyò and ours is a Government committed to supporting 
our building industry as well as our first time buyers who are now, on average, 

already well into their thirties. 

Whatôs important from my point of view however is not how fast, how many or how necessary but rather 

the location, scale and impact of new developments. In the rural part of North Nottinghamshire, Newark 

and Sherwood District Council has identified a number of sites which they are currently considering. The 

Council is currently looking at which of those sites are suitable and which are unsuitable for development 

in and around our villages. 

Whilst it is fair to say that some inward investment, particularly development which brings long term 

sustainable jobs to the area ï construction, amenities or light industrial at sites such as the former Rufford 

Colliery for example ï is a positive thing, the tearing up of the Green Belt for large housing developments 

on the edge of some of our village must be avoided. 

While several villages are affected, of particular concern are the villages of Blidworth and Farnsfield.  

Many of our villages are already finding their services under enormous pressure and anyone who has tried 

to gain access to the A60 or the A614 during rush hour will know how frustrating the current challenges to 

our existing infrastructure are not to mention school places, access to dentists and GPs the demands placed on waste and water systems. 

The first round of consultations closed on the 25th November and Newark and Sherwood District Council will publish their proposals in the New Year at 

which point there will be a further round of consultations. I strongly encourage you to participate in this process. 

My surgeries continue to be held on the second Saturday of the month in Hucknall and the fourth Friday at Dukeries.  

Please ring the office 0115 968 1186 ï if you would like to make and appointment. 

In the meantime, this will be my last letter to you before the festive period, so may I take this opportunity to wish you and your family a very merry 

Christmas and a happy and prosperous New Year.
