Mark Spencer MP Update  
 

One of the nicest things about life in Westminster is being able to share it, and 
plenty of you have taken the opportunity to arrange visits and tours through my 
office. I was however delighted to host a particularly special delegation last 
month. 60 children and their teachers from the Dukeries College came down 
for a tour of Parliament and we even managed to arrange a very rare peek 
down Downing Street.  
I had worried that the pupils wouldnôt be interested (when youôre a bit of a 
political geek, itôs very easy to forget that not everyone gets so excited by 
Parliament) and that it would be a boring, meaningless day for them. My fears 

appear to have been unfounded. The noise and excited chatter that rolled down Downing Street was 
deafening as this group of bright and engaged young people excitedly debated the odds of the 
Prime Minister answering the door if they knocked. 
We talk a lot about ódisaffected youthô and how young people are not engaging with the society 
around them and while I recognise that there is a problem nationally, I have to say that has not been 
my experience in Sherwood.  
I was recently thoroughly grilled by Mrs Dilnotôs class at Lambley Primary School who pulled no 
punches. Her year four class interrogated me on who I had met in Westminster (I had to let them 
down gently about not having met the Queen) to the social injustice of current pay structures and I 
found their attentive and insightful curiosity thoroughly uplifting. Meeting with the six formers at the 
National School was no less impressive and talking to these older students reinforced my belief that 
we must engage our young people in politics and the society we live in.  
The recent riots have forced us all to look at societyôs relationship with its young people and recent 
reports have laid responsibility for the looting and violence we saw this summer on distrust of the 
Police. I have to say that this is not my interpretation of events.  
Let me be clear that I agree with the Prime Minister when he says ñThose thugs we saw...do not 
represent us, nor do they represent our young people - and they will not drag us downò. Let there be 
no question, I do not refer to all of our young people, but it is clear that there is a tranche of our 
youth who do not feel connected to todayôs Britain. 
While strong parenting and visible justice are key to tackling this, the sense of collective 
responsibility, pride and empathy that comes by feeling attached to a community or a nation is 
equally important. This is the reason we must never stop working to nurture the connection between 
young people and politics and we must work hard to salvage a relationship which has been eroding 
over a generation. 
 Whatever the colour of the Government, Parliament is the peopleôs tool for change and they must 
never loosen their grip on it, whatever their age. The Youth Parliament does fantastic work but on a 
smaller scale, we must actively teach our children to ask questions of their Councillors, their MPs, 
their Prime Minister, and that in being a contributing citizen, they are part of something far greater 
than the sum of its parts.

The Sherwood Newsletter 1st Ever Community Champion Award goes to Pat Limb of Rainworth. Pat, nearly 75 has for years been 
the mainstay behind the fundraising for many charities, with many riders who call themselves the Pedal Pushers mainly from 
Rainworth and Blidworth.  
With his wife Mary, his committee of; Ian Brierley, Mick Griffiths and Len Kirkby  he has raised an amazing total of £52,107. In the 
earlier days they raised money for Portland Training College for two kidney machines in Kings Mill Hospital and also for their 
Special Care Baby Unit. They also raised money for various other charities including the Children's Asthma Appeal. 
Last November a cheque for £2,500 was presented to Bea Brunton, the treasurer of PASIC (the Parents Association of Seriously Sick Children) which totals 
the sum of makes a total raised for them since 2003 of £32,462! 
Pat is very passionate about his fundraising and he along with the Pedal Pushers should be very proud . Money has been raised by donations from very 
generous local people but mainly by sponsored annual Rainworth to Skegness cycle rides in all weathers.
